Encounter

e That the Tanakh (or Hehrew Bihle) uses
different names for God, to express
different aspects of His nature (see e.g.,
https://bje.org.au/knowledge- centre/
Jewish-prayer/ names-for-god/).

e That the Shema prayer is the basic creed
of Judaism. It encapsulates the intrinsic
unity of the world and its Creator-

e Use specialist vocabulary to describe some
Jewish heliefs expressed in the Shema
prayer (‘Hear Oh Isruel - the Lord our
God, the Lord is One).

e A mezuzah as it contains the Shema
prayer and on the box is the letter ‘Shin
or sometimes the whole word, ‘Shaddai
meaning mighty, (i.e., God is
strong/almighty/powerful) on the
mezuzah case
